My expectation was ruined by the discovery of an NHS waste bag that had been dumped over
the crash barrier. The contents had spilled out to reveal sheets and kitchen towels soiled with what
looked like human faecal waste. | have reported the issue to Highland Council TEC Services who have
said they will investigate the matter.

What concerns me is not only the offence that has been committed but also the fact that it has been
done by someone either working for the NHS or with access to NHS waste bags. One of my pet hates
is people who discard litter but | find this act truly abhorrent. Someone who leaves contaminated
waste in a public place without any respect for the health hazard caused to others does not deserve
to work in the caring profession. Procedures are in place for the safe disposal and handling of waste
and these have been breached beyond belief. | doubt that the culprit could be identified but | think
this a dreadful act and consider it to be a sackable offence.
